Dear KOTG family,

Hello to the KOTG family, and we trust you are doing fine and enjoying the spring turning into
summer, though for those doing junior or leaving cert exams, we hope it is not a stressful time.
There are many things to keep our minds occupied here and there; the cost of living continues
to rise here, with a 10% increase in fuel in just three months, which affects all other prices as
well. In their usual upbeat and resilient way, our Ugandan friends and beneficiaries are coping
as best they can, but we do pray that things will improve in a short space of time, as for many
people, daily survival is becoming even more challenging. We have been giving some of our
beneficiaries food items where needed, particularly our older boys from New Life Homes who
have to fend for themselves with little family support to assist them. Unfortunately, due to a
prolonged drought, the last harvest did not go well for those who farm in the villages, and so
severe hunger is a real threat in the rural areas, so we are praying that the next planting season
(due soon) will be more fruitful.

We are so thankful that schools finished their first term and opened for term two with no major
incidences at all — a huge praise to God. The 40 choir children from the 2017 and 2019 tours
are all well, and we were glad to be able to access them more easily now they are back at
school, and can offer them the holistic support that is so important, such as also giving them
devotional books and providing emotional support during visits. Though COVID-19 infections
dropped to almost 0, unfortunately, they are slightly increasing right now, but still not
worryingly so, as yet. The vaccination rate is still slow, which does cause a little concern.
However, overall there is a sense of normality in most areas of life, though masks are still
required when in indoor public places.

The last three months involved two field trips for me — quite literally, as the schools where we
work are in very rural areas! After two years of being completely office-based, it was
refreshing to go into the communities in Eastern and Northern Uganda and engage with our
communities and beneficiaries once again. The trips were very successful and involved lots of
positive and exciting activities:

e In Eastern Uganda, we did a launch and dedication at Atukubui school, which was built in
2021, with the Bishop of Kumi leading a march around the two classroom blocks while we
sang a hymn of thanksgiving — a very special moment. After three rotations, signifying the
trinity, we prayed for the buildings to be places of learning where children can grow in
knowledge and the word of God, and where He is exalted. We are so grateful to the Lord for
the wonderful occasion, with key political leaders also in attendance (as the school has some
government support). I had to give a short speech in front of the 700+ crowd, which
thankfully went well!

e We also visited a new potential school, St Mary’s, which currently runs out of two wooden
shelters, and for which we hope to build new classroom blocks this year — please see the link
below if you would like to know more or contribute to this cause.

® In Northern Uganda, we visited Ayila school, where the KOTG team were in 2017. The
school is doing well, with 450 pupils, which is really encouraging after the COVID-19
break; unfortunately, some children have dropped out, some of whom became teenage
mothers, but there is hope that those who have returned will settle well and catchup on the
lost years. We spent time with the school leadership, did a site tour (the Teachers’
Accommodation is standing strong and serving the purpose well) and shared a brief
devotion and encouragement with the pupils.

® In Tekoo, we hope to build a Teachers’ Accommodation this year, and so we did a
‘groundbreaking’ ceremony to dedicate the site to the Lord. We also met with the leaders of
a local church that intends to plant a congregation on the site later this year. When 1 first
visited this school in preparation for our partnership in 2018, before we built any structures,
I had a strong picture of a field ‘ready for harvest’ when we prayed in the area, which had a
few nominal Catholics but no church within 15 kilometres; it is very exciting to think that
now a Bible- believing church will be able to meet the spiritual needs of children and
families attached to this school and in the wider community.

At home, Jojo and Judah are doing well as they prepare to complete their third term with
Teacher Josephine. Yesterday, she came into the kitchen looking for rice and sugar to do a
demonstration related to uncountable and countable nouns — the advantage of home school! We
would still like them to attend school in September once again, though, as mentioned last time,
their old school is no longer suitable, and it is very hard to find suitable options using an
international curriculum that are affordable, but we trust God will guide us in this search. We
were very excited to find 15 mangoes growing in a tree we planted in our compound a few
years ago, though the boys were equally excited to find that the tree made for great climbing!
Carlos’ tourism work has been extremely slow for the last two years, naturally, but he has been
doing some website design work for which we are thankful.
