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Reflection 
from the Rev. Tom O’Brien 
 
OCTOBER—DECEMBER 2022 

 
 
The visit of Bishop Levy and his wife, Mama Agnes reminded 
our parish of how small the worldwide Anglican Community 
is. Bishop Levy spoke about discipleship and how followers of 
Christ are lights for the world. He reminded us not to forget 
who we are and what God wants for us and of us.  
 
The following week our lectionary reading in Luke focussed 
on the same theme. Both the Bishop's words and the gospel 
reading reminded me that while we are often familiar with 
high-level discipleship, we forget about the transformative 
work of the Holy Spirit in our lives, which is a lifelong process 
resulting in a purposeful commitment to Jesus Christ.  
 
As lights in the world, we can become dull as we get bogged 
down by work and life commitments; we forget to spiritually 
nourish ourselves with prayer and spending time with God, 
resulting in diminished discipleship. The Bishop told us that at 
the heart of Christian discipleship is the central request of  
Jesus to send disciples out into the world to proclaim the 
good news! What a relevant message as we face a difficult 
period for our country, Europe and the world.

It is a real pleasure to be working with the wonderful parishioners of 
KOTG over these past few weeks. The sun has maintained its presence 
for the most part and this has made it easier to get to know you all over 
tea and biscuits in the fresh air! 
 
By way of introduction, I am married to Daniela, who has not been very 
visible yet as she works with the homeless in the Salvation Army and 
completes night shifts so is usually sleeping when I leave for Church. I 
have three children, Rebecca (24), Dylan (20) and Tara-Rose (16). I 
trained as a social worker and completed a master’s degree in palliative 
care with Trinity College and St Francis Hospice. My plan was to work 
with those who were nearing end of life – however two things happened 
to thwart my plans: 
 
1. While I was training, I was working as a drug and alcohol task force 

coordinator and was passionate about supporting communities  
overcome addiction. After a few years, there was a gap for an  
addiction manager in the HSE for Dublin North City and County and I 
was asked to fill that role on a temporary basis until the post was 
filled – I remained in the post for 5 years! I cannot complain because 
I really loved this work and worked with so many dedicated staff. 

2. When I was completing my placement in the hospice, it became very 
difficult to ignore the positivity and affirming nature of the patients 
who were coming to the end of their lives. It was a profound and  
positive experience that left me asking questions about life and what 
comes afterwards? I was always a church goer and I began to  
consider if there was not something else that I was being called to 
do? I engaged with my Rector and suddenly found myself on the  
theological discernment programme with Rev. Ted Woods. It was  
during this process that I first crossed paths with Alan, because I do 
remember the laughter shared whenever I met him (we were in  
separate classes because I was engaged in the part time course, 
while Alan went full time, but I knew I liked him from the start! 

 
I was ordained and completed my deacon placement in St Mary’s in 
Howth. I had changed jobs and was the national co-ordinator for Bowel 
Screen so you could say I was a busy man.

I then worked in the Department of Health on a secondment. I was very 
interested in mental health and coordinated the youth mental health 
task force where we worked with young people to develop a plan for 
their mental health needs. It was amazing to hear all of their ideas, but 
also difficult to see that their mental health issues were increasing. I 
stayed in the Department to lead out on the new mental health policy 
‘Sharing the Vision’. This allowed me the opportunity and privilege to 
assist the Department shape the future of mental health delivery in  
Ireland for the next ten years. 
 
While in the Department, I worked as a curate in Holmpatrick parish 
and supported the churches in Balbriggan, Skerries and Rush. This was 
good because I live in Balbriggan and it made sense to work in my own 
parish. Myself and my family worked to establish a youth group and  
engaged in summer camps (still ongoing and one camp coming up in 
August). Our youth group is diverse with over 15 nationalities, and we 
just love this work. 
 
It is great to be a self-supporting minister because I have the flexibility 
to maintain my work – which I love, while at the same time, support 
churches when needed. 
 
I am currently the head of primary care services for Dublin North City 
and County and this role is very rewarding. How we do Primary Care is 
changing and providing access to supports as early and as close to 
home as possible is a key driver. 
 
I am here in KOTG for a time, and I am really enjoying getting to know 
you all. There is so much energy and commitment evident and I am 
happy to help in any way I can. I thank you for welcoming me with such 
open arms and look forward to getting to know you all more in the  
coming months.

Response: AMEN! 
 
We were  encouraged to  proclaim this affirmation by Bishop Levi when he came to visit our 
parish for four days in late August. He is recently appointed  and is the third Bishop of Yei in 
South Sudan. His name — Levi — is pronounced as “Levy” , something we had to get into 
our heads before he arrived. His wife, Mama Agnes accompanied him and their tour had  
begun at the Lambeth Conference in Canterbury  at the end of July. CMS Ireland and SAMS 
had arranged for them and many other Bishops to travel to Belfast for the Kingdom Voices 
weekend, and after that Bishop Levi and Mama Agnes visited other link parishes around  
Ireland before arriving in Dublin on Friday 19th August. 
 
Yei and KOTG enjoy being linked together, facilitated by CMS Ireland, and in May our  
committee, led by Peter Rooke, began to make plans for the Bishop’s visit with our focus  
being on fellowship. Bruce and Marianne Johnson very kindly hosted the Bishop and his wife, 
and the first full day began with a morning visit to Sheila and Peter Murphy’s home, joined by 
Averil Brennan and Ruth Mann. It was immediately evident that we all felt relaxed in each 
other’s company, with Sheila and Peter explaining that their daughter Gill and her husband 
Carlos Olaaka work to educate and care for children in Uganda. 
 
Improving education in Yei is a main aim of the Bishop. The children go to school but very 
few of the teachers are trained so teacher training will hopefully be introduced in the near  
future. Bishop Levi also wishes for the proper training of church leaders through short and 
long term training in various fields at all levels.      
 
Bishop Levi explained to us that before the struggle for independence coffee had been a main 
crop in South Sudan but during the war the crops were continually burned and ruined. The 
Bishop has a vision to start growing coffee again thus generating an income to fund training in 
the church and education for children. 
 
Christianity is a fairly recent religion in South Sudan and many people can neither read nor 
write so education will be an enormous step forward in helping to spread God’s word and 
transform the lives of the people. 
 
In the afternoon the Bishop and his wife visited a couple of farms near Naas which included a 
look at some cattle and every man’s dream……..to try operating a modern combine harvester! 
The South Sudanese keep cattle for their meat rather than dairy products.  There was more 
fellowship in the evening over a meal at Ruth’s house with Heather Jackson also being  
present.  The next day at the Sunday service Bruce “interviewed” Bishop Levi during which 
the congregation were given some personal information……..they have six children and two 
grandchildren, and heard about the Bishop’s hopes and visions for the church in Yei. After 
this Bishop Levi spoke directly to us and emphasised that we are the light of the world and we 
must be seen. Both before and after the service many people chatted with Bishop Levi and 
Mama Agnes and we were happy to be joined by Meg and Audrey from Delgany parish. In 
the afternoon Bert Van Embden took Mama Agnes and the Bishop for a drive along the coast, 
nothing better on a sunny afternoon, and fed them along with Sandra Orr and Seb Dungan, 
followed by some hymn singing.

This made a tremendous impression on the  
Bishop, as he kept imagining all the worship and witness so many hundreds of years ago in 
such a holy place. We were blessed with yet another fine sunny day and after a stroll along the 
Green Road we had a picnic near the lake followed by some for a walk along the side of the 
lake. Here we pointed out St. Kevin’s Bed, which again was quietly reflected on by the  
Bishop. 
 
In the evening parishioners were  invited to a “Bring and Share” supper and it was good to see 
both young and more senior members of the parish coming along. Rev. Tom O’Brien, who is 
taking good care of us whilst the Rector is away, very kindly offered to provide a lasagne 
whilst we all brought along a very varied range of salads and desserts. Great cooks abound! 
Thanks again are due to all who helped, especially to Rev. Tom and his wife Dani, who did so 
much for us. 
 
The evening had been very happy and joyful and many said how good it was to be eating  
together  as a  parish again, another step along the road post COVID! There were some last 
words from Bishop Levi, who remarked how Irish eyes are always smiling and how blessed 
we all were to have been able to meet and have fellowship together. Tom blessed Bishop Levi 
and Mama Agnes before they left us for a good night’s rest and their return to Belfast and on 
to England  for the last hurrah. 
 
And so our connection with Yei has become much stronger, we in Kill can pray for 
our  friends in Yei in a much more informed and personal way. Hopefully in the near future 
we can help equip them financially to carry out plans for the coffee project, thus playing a 
small part towards the transformation of lives in the diocese of Yei. 
After all, CMS Ireland’s aim is to Connect, Equip and Transform. With God’s help we can 
play our part in bringing about this aim.

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Dear KOTG family, 
 
Hello to everyone in the KOTG family, and we do hope you are keeping well and in good 
health. Life continues to be challenging here in Uganda economically, and we do hope things 
stabilise soon as cost of living continues to escalate alongside fuel prices which are going up 
weekly. We do pray that things are manageable in Ireland and in each of your homes, and in 
KOTG in general. We continue to think of and remember Reverend Alan as he is on leave. 
 

The amazing resilience of people in Uganda has meant that families are still trying their hard-
est to ensure their children are in school, and we have now entered our third and final term of 
the 
academic year, with exams approaching. Some of our choir children have been sitting ‘mock’ 
Primary Leaving Examinations (a requirement to join secondary school) and have done  
exceptionally well (getting 4 and 5 points, with 4 being the best you can get, and 36 the worst), 
which is heartening. We have had some older children divert to apprenticeships and vocational 
studies, and many are doing very well in that non-academic route. We also get very encour-
aged when we see a child complete their sponsorship journey with both a skill and hope for the  
future, such as Christine.

September 2022 

Christine is 22 years and was sponsored by Abaana for 14 years. She recently finished a  
certificate in early childhood development. Recollecting the life-changing moment she received 
a sponsor, Christine says, “I was young, but many times I could miss school because of school 
fees and requirements. My parents could not afford all I needed to be in school without being 
sent home for requirements or school fees balance. This would make me feel a bit bad, but I had 
nothing to do. One day God did something special and brought Abaana in my life. I was only in 
primary two, but I felt so special that I was given such an opportunity. My life  
immediately changed. I always received a school uniform, scholastics, and my fees were paid on 
time. This made me very determined to work for a bright future … I graduated with a certificate 
in Early Childhood Development, something I never thought of achieving before sponsorship 
came in my life. I was able to start up my own nursery school in my community. This gives me so 
much joy because in this community, where I did not have hope, is the same community where I 
got hope; and today, still in the same community, I am giving others hope. I am so grateful to 
Abaana and I will forever be grateful.” 
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The New Life Homes boys continue to do well, with 14 residing with us at the Homes and 45 
boys who have been resettled continuing to receive care and education support from their 
homes and in boarding schools. Occasionally boys run away or act in a very anti-social way, 
but all in all we are grateful that we see amazing progress in the lives of these boys for whom 
life has been so difficult. Gill and a colleague recently went to the Homes to talk about  
relationships and the need to be future-focused and it was great to see these young boys have 
high hopes for a positive family life very different to the broken homes from where they have 
come. Abaana continues to play a role in supporting partner organisations and the local  
Government official in his work of reuniting abandoned children back to their homes. In July, a 
boy who had been living on the streets called Rabson was referred to New Life Homes by an 
organisation called Agape Ministries. Abaana social workers were able to trace his  
grandmother and return him to her home; family reunification is always very rewarding and we 
thank God that we can play a part in restoring children to a caring home. 
 
At home, we had a lovely summer with visits from dear friends from the UK (a Ugandan-
British family who used to live in Uganda) and another friend of Gill’s from her Oasis days, 
who lives in Australia. Much to our surprise, Jojo and Judah actually ended up returning to 
their old school at the end of August 2022. As we had written, we had some concerns about it 
at the time of closure in March 2020, as the administration was not well-organised, and when it 
opened again in January 2022, we decided that we would continue with our wonderful home-
school teacher. In July this year, we decided to look around to see if we could find any options 
for a different school, but it was extremely difficult to find anything that was of decent quality 
in our locality that we could afford. We felt led to visit their old school again and met with a 
new head teacher and felt some peace as we saw they had made some improvements. We are 
so thankful that the boys have settled extremely well and have made lots of new friends  
already. The journey is quite long – a 15 km drive, taking around 30 minutes, but at least this is 
away from traffic as the school is away from the city. Josiah will do ‘checkpoint’ exams for 
Year 6 in April 2023 before joining Year 7, which is equivalent to first year in Secondary 
school. We are praying that God leads us to choose the right school when we reach this stage 
(it could be possible for him to continue where he is, though the school has less experience at 
secondary level). Josiah turned 11 in July and Judah makes 9 in October, and we really bless 
the Lord for them and how He is at work in their lives. Carlos remains in good health though 
still business-wise things are slow, but a couple of trips in recent months have been a good 
sign.
